Directions to Camp Woodman (13505 Junius Road, Abbeville, LA)

Go south on Hwy. 167 (Johnston Street) to Abbeville. Pass the intersection at Hwy. 14 in
Abbeville (Ray Chevrolet will be on your right). Continue straight ahead to the end of the road.
Turn left, then take an immediate right on Old South Henry Road (Hwy. 335) — you will see a
sign for Richard’s Patio. Continue on this road and pass Richard’s Patio on your right.
Continue and pass over a small bridge. You will see a sign that says HWY 335. Veer left on
335. Go about 100 yards, then turn right on Junius Road. Follow the road to the camp by
turning left once and then right. The camp is about 1 mile on your left from your last turn.
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
